SHARE YOUR NEWS 
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Let me be among the first 
to acknowledge that 

Stewardship in connection 

with CCC is a “stew” 

compromised of many 
things other than money, 

prominent among them 

being participation.  

However, it is a painful truth 
that money is an element 

of the “stew” which is 

critical to our continued 

functioning and our very 
existence.  So make no 

mistake, I am writing here 

to talk about money – 

specifically planned giving. 
 

Having just passed through 

the trials of tax season, I 

would like to take this 
moment in time to suggest 

that tax planning and 

planned giving to 
Community 

Congregational Church go 

hand in hand, and it is 

never too early to start.  
You have all no doubt 

been plied with entreaties 

from the alma maters of 

your parents, spouses, 
siblings, children, and your 

own misspent youth, 

offering you a variety of 
investment opportunities 

which can add a 

substantial charitable tax 

deduction to your income 
tax return while providing a 

flow of income returned to 

you which, depending on 

the circumstances, may be 
tax free.  These investment 

vehicles are not the private 

province of the secular 

world but are available for 
the support of Community 

Congregational Church as 

well.  Vehicles such as 

charitable gift annuities, 
charitable remainder trusts, 

and pooled income funds 

may be familiar to you, but 

have you considered the 
wonderful support that 

would be afforded to CCC 

if it were the beneficiary of 
such a tax or estate 

planning device? 

 

Perhaps the easiest 
planned gift to understand 

and to make is a bequest 

to Community 

Congregational Church in 
your will as part of your 

estate plan.  This does not 

PLANNED GIVING 

need to be an intimidating 
project.  If you have already 

done a will with careful tax 

planning, it may be possible 

to incorporate CCC in that 
plan with a simple codicil – a 

short, relatively simple 

document – rather than 

going through an overhaul of 
your entire estate plan. 

 

So, as you put plans in place 

for easing your tax burden 
this year, ask your financial 

advisor if there is a way that 

CCC can help ease your tax 

burden now and the tax 
burden on your estate and 

provide you benefits in the 

future.  While we are not and 

cannot be in the business of 
giving you financial advice, I 

would be happy to provide 

you with literature on a 
variety of opportunities and 

suggest other sources of 

information to you.

• Bulletins:  Three people 

should greet and hand 

out Bulletins and 

Children’s Bulletins in the 

Narthex.  Be on the 
lookout for visitors and 

help them to find a seat.  

We encourage you to be 

friendly and greet both 
members and visitors 

alike. 
• Counting:  Please count 

people during the 
Children’s Sermon. The 

sheet for the attendance 

is on the table with the 
nametags and pins. 

• Collection:  Please be 

lined up in pairs ready to 

collect the offering by 
the time the Children’s 

Sermon is done.  For 

further instructions on 

how to collect the 
offering, please speak 

with Dimitar, Johann or 

Jennifer prior to the 

beginning of the service. 

• Offering:  After the 

service, two people 

need to return to the 

front of the Sanctuary to 

retrieve the collection.  
Please lock it in the 

closet in Ellen’s office 

(ask Dimitar if you do not 

know where it is).
